a) Responsibility
The participants (sponsors, riders, passengers, owners and owner-rider of vehicles) take part in the event at their own risk. They bear the sole responsibility regarding civil and penal codes for damages caused by them or the vehicle in their use of so far as no liability exemption has been stipulated in compliance with the Supplementary Regulations of the meeting. If the rider, himself, is neither the owner nor the owner-rider of the vehicle used by him during the competition, he releases those persons listed in the following liability 

waiver from all claims by the owner and the owner-driver of the vehicle or submits, together with the entry form, a corresponding waiver from the owner or the owner-driver of the vehicle. When the rider is under 18 years old, a document of authorisation -which will be provided by RFME- of its legal representative, shall be signed by such legal representative when formalising the inscription together with the rider, in order to cover the lack of capacity of the underage.

b) Liability Waiver
By submitting the entry form, the participants (sponsors, drivers, passengers, owners and owner-drivers of vehicles) waive all rights to legal action and recourse for any accident or damage incurred in conjunction with the event against:
